New Testament, to be the 
only inspired, inerrant, 
infallible, authoritative 
Word of God written.



We believe there is one 
God, eternally existent in 

three persons: Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit.



God’s whole and undivided 
essence belongs equally, 
simultaneously, and fully to each 
of the three persons of the 
Godhead.
